The interior is a 
showcase for Tasmanian timbers such as blackwood, myrtle, and blackheart sassafras. 

The décor reflects the works of 
local  artists and the spacious lounge, dining, bar ,and kitchen areas all take full advantage of 
the 360-degree panoramic views.

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The business has a licence to conduct wilderness walks in the Tarkine Rainforest. Their  
sanctuary is known to support at least 64 threatened species of flora and fauna. 

During these walks guests experience breathtaking flora and fauna that no other region can 
provide. The trees are sensational, such as giant myrtles, tall eucalyptus, sassafras, 
leatherwood, mountain peppers, laural, stringybark,  huge manferns, and blackwood. This 60 
million year old forest is home to Tasmanian devils, wombats, possums, wallabies, quolls, 
endangered white goshawks, rare pink robins, wedge tail eagles, and platypus. There is trout 
in the Arthur River and also fresh water lobster including one local that is the largest in 
Tasmania. Rumour has it that the supposedly extinct Tasmanian Tigers still roam the area 
(one broke into the Trappers Hut!) 

This is a reluctant sale, only due to a partnership split. The Vendors need to be congratulated 
on realising their dream. 

The primary focus of their business is to showcase the experience of the natural area, by 
providing a gateway to this beautiful part of Tasmania. Their commitment to the environment 
and the Tarkine is second to none, and they have ensured that this piece of Tasmania’s 
wilderness will be accessible, sustainable, and conserved for generations to come.
